Dear Parent,
I would like to introduce myself to you.  My name is Mishell Prothro and I am the new girls Varsity Soccer coach.  I am excited about our upcoming season and all the hard work that are girls have already put in.

This will be a rebuilding year for our team.  Last year the team played 12 games and this year we have 20 games scheduled.  Last year our team was able to win only one game, and this year our goal is win one third of our games.

Rather than asking the kids to sell candy, cookies or other items, we have scheduled five fund raisers for our team, which I have listed below.

Sometimes our kids forget to let their parents know what is going on, so hear are some important dates and information, to include our fundraising events.

On November 4 (next Tuesday), our team is invited to attend the AVC soccer game.  The team is currently ranked 22nd in the state and is vying for 1st place in the Foothill Division.  This is not a school sanctioned event and is not mandatory.  However, effective learning can often be completed by watching other people perform their tasks.  If your daughter is able to attend the game, we will meet at the college as soon as possible after school.  The soccer fields are north of the football stadium and you park in the parking lot adjacent to Avenue K.  The game starts at 3:00 and will be over at approx. 5:00.  Please consider letting your daughter attend, and more importantly assist in transportation.  Since Rosamond High School is not sanctioning this event, I cannot be involved in organization or transportation, so I solicit your help. 

On November 7, our team will work the snack bar during the football game.  The total amount of money collected for the entire season will be divided amongst the different teams that worked the snack bar.  

On November 8, we will conduct a training clinic and goal-a-thon.  Both of these events are designed to raise funds for our program.  The clinic is designed for coaches and younger players to learn defensive skills and basic information about the beautiful game of soccer.  Attendees are requested to pay $10 for the course which will include classroom and field work.  If you would like to attend the course, I am confident that you will learn about our great game!  Law 12, which includes handling (often called hand ball) and the frequently misunderstood “offside” law.  Our players will be demonstrating exercises and pairing up with the younger players.  We are hoping that we can have 25 or more attendees for the three hour clinic that starts at 2:00.

Our main fundraiser this year will start at 1:00 on November 8.  We will start our goal-a-thon on time and our objective is to have each one of our players kick 50 – 100 balls into the goal within an hour.  I am confident that the girls will be able to accomplish this task.  The girls have been asked to solicit donations for each goal scored.  As an example, a player might solicit ten cents per goal.  If she was able to score 100 goals, she should be able to collect $10 from her supporter.  We are hoping that each girl can collect $50 or more.  
We have not determined a date yet, but we would like to host a spaghetti dinner at the school.  We will offer a dinner, including bread, salad and drinks for a yet to be determined price.  We will be sharing the event with the boys and parental help is the key.
Our team will play at the Garces tournament this year, on December 19 and 20th.  The games are normally at Bakersfield College and the team will be transported by bus.  

If you are able to assist in any of the fundraisers, you are more than welcome.  Working in the snack bar, helping guide kids and coaches at the clinic or keeping tally of the goals scored in our goal-a-thon are just a few ways that you can assist.

On November 14 (Friday) I will post the list of girls that will comprise this years team.  I know that this is a trying and emotional time for the players that are not selected, so the list will be posted after 6th period.
